Women 1 st Grade (Hotter Buns) 

The women-folk of the club put on an impressive late-season surge to narrowly 
miss a finals berth after the final round. 
 
Following a forgettable loss to ANU in round 6 the team came together in 
inspiring fashion- first demolishing Wests at Jamison in round 7. Marzie (Bec 
Maher) made a fine 77 and Kim Page lead the way with the ball (3/9 from 7) 
capably assisted by the skipper (Caito conceding a miserly 11 off her 7 overs) 
and Quinny (Liz Quinn) Taking 1/3 from her two.  
 
The form rolled on into the following week which saw the flying northies girls back 
at home at KT Park against the traditionally troublesome Queanbeyan. It was in 
these latter matches that many of the (8) girls playing their first season of senior 
cricket really started to assert themselves - (Etax) Em Waters was in fine form 
with the ball on this occasion taking every chance from her few overs to claim two 
Queanbeyan scalps and be on a hat trick. Caito sent them down and ripped them 
in as usual taking 2/37 from her 8. The batting form was again shakey in parts for 
the Northies girls but when Caito joined Marize at the crease there was no 
mucking around. Bec Maher smashed and unbeaten off 93 (before victory robbed 
her of her century) and Caito hammered all comers to post 65*. The team really 
started to gel and lift as a unit during this match, finally solidifying as a tough and 
demanding unit that would take the challenge all the way to the top two of the 
competition in the final rounds of the home and away season. 
 
Sitting in third spot on the ladder with two rounds remaining against the 
competition leaders (Eastlake and Tuggeranong) the Northies girls knew they'd 
have to throw everything at the last two games to stave off a challenge from the 
teams immediately behind- each of whom faced bottom placed Wests in one of 
their last two games.  
 
Though not for want of trying the team never really hit their straps against 
Tuggers in round 9. The upper order failed with the bat on this occasion and 
wickets were hard to come by. The girls playing their first season took the game 
into their own hands- particularly with the bat- many passing significant personal 
milestones such as making double figures for the first time during their first 
significant period at the crease. Em Waters and Kally Gross combined for an 
impressive partnership down the order occupying the crease for an extended 
period and making 16 and 10 respectively and look poised to really make a move 
on opposition bowlers in 2009/10. Shannon Byrne who has stepped up to share 



   

           

the new ball with Kim Page this season again worked hard for a wicket or two. Jill 
Sheppard returning from a couple of months off for her wedding and honeymoon 
(congratulations Jill) played herself back in to the bowling lineup taking a wicket 
in her first couple of overs.  
 
After several weeks playing lower-placed sides this game illustrated to the 
passionate and committed Northies unit just what was required in order to meet 
the greater demands playing the bench mark sides of the comp. The lesson was 
well-learned and nothing was spared in the final hitout for 2008/9. 
 
In what is now a frustratingly short club-based 40 over season in the women’s 
competition round 10 meant an unusually large amount to the Northies women 
this year. Having conceded 3rd spot to Queanbeyan at the conclusion of round 9 
the team needed either to knock off the competition leaders (Eastlake) or rely on 
Wests breaking their victory drought and somehow accounting for ANU to stay in 
the finals race. With the thrilling prospect of de-throning the highly fancied 
Eastlake girls so ever-present nothing else crossed the minds of the Northies 
girls as they arrived at Kingston. With nothing to lose and a finals spot on the line 
the girls threw everything at Eastlake. Undaunted by the prospect of bowling first 
against a relentlessly aggressive batting side the girls put on one of the best 
displays of fielding seen by Northies women’s cricket in the last 10 years. Every 
member of the side showed 100% commitment putting themselves on the line for 
their team mates at every possible opportunity. Most players bowled - all posting 
credible performances against the challenging Eastlake batting line-up. Wickets 
fell at regular intervals as a subdued (and stunned) Eastlake struggled to towards 
the 150 mark and a record low score (156 all out) against Norths (and one of 
their lowest totals overall). Standouts with the ball were (again) Kim Page (Kimbo 
taking 4/15 from 7.5) and Caito Rawstron with 2/38 from 8. Marzie shook the 
gloves off to take 2/15 from 4 while Liz Quinn (the 'keeper in waiting) did a top job 
behind the sticks. The elusive Tanya Bennett made a welcome return for the final 
two matches playing her first games of season 08/09 - Benno was not only her 
usual handy self with the ball but took a brilliant catch in the outfield to dismiss 
one of the most threatening of Eastlake's batsmen.  
 
It was an exhausted Northies line-up that donned the pads for what they knew 
was their greatest opportunity yet to topple the side that has done little other than 
win for the last decade - and on their home turf. Perhaps the occasion was too 
much or maybe we were all just buggered. Either way it would be fair to say that 
the performance with the bat failed to live up to expectation. The skipper led the 
way making 29 and Chalotte Young batted bravely at the bottom of the list 
making her first senior runs in her second game but only modest contributions 



   

           

from the rest of us saw Eastlake over the line and into the semis. The effort was 
none-the-less outstanding... ALL the girls (and their long suffering coach) should 
be so very proud of their final outing for the season- and indeed the progress that 
they have made throughout its duration. It is a tough ask to retain but a handful of 
a side, introduce 8 or 9 super enthusiastic and committed new girls and form 
from that a hardened and cohesive team of promising cricketers. All of the girls 
have made an outstanding effort to take the steps that we did during this last 
season toward becoming a genuine force in the competition. On our day we 
could either put together a brilliant batting or sparkling fielding performance- just 
too rarely both on the one day. With the attendance at training (up to three nights 
a week for some), the respect of every player for all her team mates, the 
unrelenting pursuit by each team member for improvement in her own game and 
that of her friends we have all the makings of a really strong side.  
 
In what I had promised would be my last season of cricket I have found 
unprecedented reward in a game I have long enjoyed playing... As a former 
skipper and the player/ manager for 08/09 I congratulate all the girls on what has 
been for us all- collectively and individually a season to be proud of.  
 
To John : coach- another year of the unwavering support on which we thrived, 
the lectures we needed, the back-chat we loved (giving and receiving), the 
friendship we enjoyed and the commitment we all admired. You keep us all 
strong and focused - pushing us to push ourselves and showing us (over and 
over... and over again) how we should do it differently. We couldn't have had the 
season we did without your help and look forward to finishing the business for 
you next year. 
 
To Bob & Jude  - the books are straight and the bats are (mostly) straight... and 
that wouldn't be so without you guys giving up your Sunday- all Sunday, every 
Sunday to come and be part of the cricket experience that is the northies 
women’s team. We are all super grateful for your tireless efforts in yet another 
season. 
 
To the men of the club- the Northies boys  - thanks for the camaraderie and 
support around the club this season. You showed great faith in a handful of 
diehard cricketers who were sure, come pre-season that, in fact, 3 registered 
players did constitute a 'team' and that with the club behind us we could rise from 
the bare bones and again take the place of which we are so proud along side the 
club's men’s teams. Having the opportunity to play for such a great club is very 
special to all of us even though, without Sunday games, we don't often get the 
chance to demonstrate that and come to celebrate with you guys at KT Park after

Rd 11 v ANU  
 
With the first day washed out and the team needing a win to push for a finals 
place we were determined to make a game of it over the course of the second 
extended day.  We got off to a bright start after being sent in by ANU, with the top 
order pushing for quick runs.  Matty Cooper batted with authority to make a well-
judged 49 and Andy stuck to the task well to eke out 64.  With some controlled 
hitting at the end we declared at 6-250 and gave ourselves about 48 overs to 
bowl ANU out.  Despite an early wicket to Biss the ANU batsmen showed great 
intent and proceeded to cart us all over the park to work there way up to 1-130 off 
only 20 overs.  But their batting was sadly thin and knew only one speed - all out 
attack - and after the two main run scorers were dismissed we cut a swathe 
through the rest of the team.  Jelfsy was the destroyer with 6-60, allowing him six 
chances to indulge in enthusiastic post-wicket celebration.  ANU all out for 215 
and a good win for Northies.  
 
Rd 12 v Wests  
 
On a 40 degree day I showed I win the tosses that count and we batted on a KT 
Oval belter and a Canberra stinker.  A very solid performance at the top of the 
order saw Gav McDonald look good for 30, Andy Lamond show his consistency 
with another 30 and Hally compiling 40 in a 2nd grade cameo.  The star was 
Albert Eichholzer who batted superbly for 59 before suffering a cruel run out at 
the non-striker's end.  Albert looked a certainty for a much bigger score but 
clearly did something earlier in the week to upset the cricket gods.  The middle 
and lower order fell away a bit and we ended up with 268 after looking like 
compiling well over 300 at one stage.  In response Wests started very well 
although our bowlers were disciplined and stuck to the task.  Nonetheless, at 1-
155 we were looking down the barrel.  A wicket to Shaun Lendrum started things 
off for us and bowling in tandem with surprise packet Gordon McGurk, we picked 
up wickets steadily and worked ourselves back into the game.  At 6-234 Wests 
again gained the upper hand until McGurk's wily offies proved too tricky for 
players half his age.  With a final wicket LBW the team swarmed on McGurk as 
we rolled Wests for 253 and enjoyed a narrow and exhilarating win, certainly our 
best of the season.

65 and Fitzy fell for 34.  We ended up with 179 which didn't look enough but we 
had a bit over a session to work over the Tuggies top order.  Unfortunately, what 
started out as a mediocre day became downright miserable as Tuggies tore us 
apart to finish the day at 1-210.  The next week we were resolved to win the day 
and managed to pick up 4 wickets relatively cheaply before Tuggies declared 
well in front. Tom Carroll bowled straight and with a bit of fire to earn 4-54 in a 
strong performance.  We batted out some time in our second innings to end at 1-

Rd 14 v Eastlake  
 
Still needing a win to confirm a finals spot, things didn't look any easier this week 
against top-placed Eastlake but at least we were back on familiar territory at KT 
Oval.  After being invited to bat again our top order worked hard but came up 
short against a quality opposition bowler.  Despite some 20s in the middle order 
we were all out for 147 off only 49 overs and our season looked in trouble. 
 Eastlake began its run chase brightly and passed us 1 down, before a flurry of 
late wickets saw Eastlake end the day at 6-210, providing some hope that we 
could concoct a favourable result in the second day.  Although we picked up two 
quick wickets a 9th wicket partnership of 130 killed us off and Eastlake ended up 
declaring at 9-374.  Fitzy and Jelfsy picked up three each and James Russell 
came back well on the second day to snare two.  With Eastlake missing two key 
bowlers from the previous week, there looked to be some easy runs on offer in 
our second innings and this proved to be the case as Gordy and Gav piled on the 
runs.  Threatening retirement (for real this time) at the end of the season, Gordy 
showed what a loss he would be with a masterful 77 while Gav brought up his 
first 50 for the club before falling victim to a yet more obscure injury and retiring 
hurt on 72.  We finished at 1-179 as the heavens opened up and play ended in a 
downpour.  With regular updates from Kippax we learned about Wests' outright 
win as it happened and our finals hopes unfortunately vanished.
